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July Oregon Judging Center News

There are lots of beautiful things blooming in
Oregon in early July but orchids aren’t one of
them. Yes, there are a few orchids in bloom
but the main season has passed and peoples’
interests turn to the outdoors. There were no
orchids submitted for judging at the Oregon
Site on July 1 but the judges and visitors who
came were treated to some beautiful Disas
grown by Wally Orchard of Waldport and
brought in by Jim Rassmann. Wally also had
several for sale and a few of us couldn’t resist
the temptation to try growing Disas again.

In his article “A Summer of Changes” (Orchids,
July, 2007, p. 488) AOS President Carlos Fighetti
mentioned some significant — and welcome -
changes to AOS judging that take effect this
month. First, because photos are now
submitted digitally, the cost of processing
awards has dropped and the AOS is passing
the savings on to the growers. As of July 1, the
cost of awards has been reduced to $32 (from
$40). Additionally, awards processed through
the web page will only cost $28. At the
Oregon Site we have always processed the
awaurds electronically, so anyone who has a
plant awarded there, as well as awards at any
shows that are processed through the Oregon
Site (which most Oregon shows now are), will
only be charged $28! Second, the Awards
Quarterly (AQ) will cease publication next
year. All awards will be published in the new
electronic AQ Plus, which will be available by
subscription through the AOS. The first AQ Plus
disc is in production and should be out soon.
Finally, effective immediately, the cost of the
judging kit for society shows has been cut to
$50 from $100.

The award certificates will be changing too.
Gone are the plain certificates of old. The

new format, pictured in Orchids (July 2007, P.
490) will include the digital photograph taken of
your awarded plant. You will also receive a
high-resolution electronic copy of the photo
that you can print or use for other purposes. This
electronic copy replaces the slide that used to
be sent.

The next monthly judging at the Oregon Site will
be held on Sunday, August 5 at 1 pm at the
Oregon Garden in Silverton, Oregon. As always,
everyone is encouraged to come out and enjoy
the orchids and enjoy the Garden.
