Jim Rassmann will speak to us about
the history of orchid cultivation in the
early years of orchid growing in
England and Europe. This is a
particularly fascinating period due to
the number of immensely wealthy
people who were avid enthusiasts.
Their wealth and interest allowed
them to grow great numbers of plants
of a given species and the clones
they found were often breathtaking.
So much so that their like has often
never been seen again. Additionally
some of these individuals were
tremendously fascinating in their
own right. The presentation will be
illustrated with many historical
photos as well as RHS award
paintings and other photographs that
he has collected over the years
including many taken in Colombia
and Ecuador.

Jim has been growing orchids for 34
years and according to his adult
children he is an orchid "geek". After
growing and hybridizing Cattleyas in
Southern California Jim moved to
Florence in 1994 and now grows
mostly Odontoglossums, Miltoniopsis
and many cooler growing species.

Jim has been an AOS judge for about
20 something years and during that
time has served as Chair of Pacific
South JC and the AOS Judging
Committee for ten years including five
as Chair. He also served 13 years as
an Trustee/officer of the AOS
including about 5 years as a Vice
President.

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August Oregon Judging Center News
Well, there may not have been any plants for judging
in July but there were plenty of beautiful plants to
judge in August. All in all, ten plants were submitted
for judging, seven were nominated and one was
awarded – an excellent showing for a month that, in
Oregon at least, is usually pretty sparse for orchids.
We had eleven judges and eight visitors present, in
addition to many Garden visitors who stopped by to
check out and photograph the plants. Linda and Bill
Mitchell from Sky Island Orchids in Yamhill, Oregon
received a HCC/AOS (78 points) for Phalaenopsis
SIO’s Glory Be ‘Hallelujah’ (Be Glad x Taisuco Glory).
Congratulations to Linda and Bill on yet another
award among many from their own breeding program.

It’s been nearly one year since the Oregon judging
site held its first judging. Its continuation is secured
and plans are in the works for a celebration of our first
anniversary. The Oregon Garden has renewed our
contract for another year, pre-paid, at the same rate,
so Oregon Judging will be held in the greenhouse at
the Oregon Garden through at least October, 2008.
To celebrate our first year of monthly judging in
Oregon we are planning to have a party on judging
day, October 7, 2007 so mark your calendars.
Everyone is welcome and more complete details will
be printed next month.

The new award fee schedule is now in place. If you
win an award and pay online through the AOS web
page then the fee is only $28 (a 30% reduction in the
fee from as recently as June 30th).

The next monthly judging at the Oregon Site will be
held on Sunday, September 2 at 1 pm at the Oregon
Garden in Silverton, Oregon. As always, everyone is
encouraged to come out and enjoy the orchids and
enjoy the Garden. Remember, anyone who comes
out for judging has free admission to the Oregon
Garden for the day and, if you choose to become a
member of the Garden, they will donate $5 of the
membership fee to the Oregon Judging Site.

In Vermont
leaves of Habernia were
used as a poultice for
sick horses. Ardetti
commented that the
phytoalexins produced
by the orchids may kill
pathogens and could
have been a real help to
the horses and
elephants. (p 638)
