What is your best tip for 
successful orchid growing? 

After a bit of coaxing I received 
many wonderful tips to share 
with you.  

1) Do use your own best judgment 
when trying any of these tips since 
everyone’s growing environment 
is different. - Beverly Kile 

 

2) For me it is air circulation and 
not to soak the roots of potted 
orchids. I have always believed a 
good greenhouse is a leaky one. 
This philosophy also works well for 
the million or so tropicals that I 
grow along with the orchids. I 
seem to have very little mildew 
and rot problems. I have also 
believed that a drier plant is so 
much better than a wetter one. – 
David Labovitz 

 

3) Controlling Fungus 

On any cut or break on an orchid 
sprinkle with cinnamon this keeps 
fungus away.  Also you can 
sprinkle it on potting media 
to kill fungus (no fungus, no 
fungus gnats). -  Susan Heuer 

 

4) My growing tip is --  " Daily, 
early A.M. misting with "HOT" 
water that has set overnight, to 
remove any  minerals etc. " 
Otherwise I follow a regular 

feeding schedule and keep them in 
lots of southern light in the winter. - 
Thea Riggs 

 

5) If I find scale or mealy bugs on 
my plants I use a paper towel 
moistened with rubbing alcohol to 
wipe down the leaves. - Charles 
Powne 

 

6) I'd have to say get to know your 
plants (both individually and as a 
species or hybrid) , what's it like 
where they come from? (or where 
their ancestors came from) Pay 
attention to them and watch them, 
listen to what they are saying to 
you. - Steve Nelson 

 

7) Water, Water and Water, Water 
quality, (not over 100ppm), Water  
frequency, (establish routine) and 
Water temp. (room temp.)  simple.  
- - Terry Thompson 

 

8) One tip I learned the hard way 
is:  Don't fertilize and/or over water 
in the winter.  Also to reduce the 
hours of time on my light gardens. 
I'm continually learning all the time.

9) I am a real beginner at this Orchid raising 
thing, and what I do most often is hold my 
breath.  With Robin Richardson as a friend she 
has a green thumb the size of NY City, and my 
abilities pale to hers.  She is where I go if I have 
a question or concern.  I have also found out no 
matter what Orchid I put on one of her mounts, it 
thrives like never before.  Thats my tip - Hold 
your breath, ask Robin. - Bobbie Mohler 

 

10) Tip1 :Backcutting 

But cut any active growing Cattleya varieties to 
promote new leads, which will lead to more 
flowers.  

Tip 2: Fertilizing 

We like to use BIOBIZZ products.  It is derived 
from sea kelp and molasses.  -

11) My tips are fairly basic, and of common 
sense.  

Do not over water, check the plant frequently for 
scale/mealy bug & any other pests.  

Don't over fertilize. Basic rule of thumb - fertilize 
weekly, weakly.  Generally 1/4 of the 
manufactures  recommendations.  (during the 
growing season)   

Repot annual for certain plants, but always 
every 2 years. - Frank Gorretta 

 

(12) I have a 30’ x 100’ greenhouse in 
Vancouver from which we sell a lot of orchids. 
(We have about 5000 plants including our own 
hybrids) 

I frequently get asked about these ceramic orchid 
pots (With holes in the sides) by beginners. 
Should they be using them? 

My emphatic answer is “NO”. We take orchids 
that are in plastic pots and place them in heavy 
ceramic pots to hold them up while they are in 
bloom and “top heavy”. The holes in the sides 
don’t help. Any ceramic container will work on a 
short term basis while the plant blooms. We do 
recommend plastic with as many bottom holes as 
you can get for good drainage. 

As a full time container, the roots grow through 
the side holes and you either destroy the pot or 
the orchid when transplant time arrives. 

We also recommend growing in Coconut chips. 
The problem is that you can get a white mold 
forming in the medium. We soak the chips in a 
fungicide to eliminate the mold. The Coconut 
chips are supposed to last twice as long as Fir 
bark. They soak up water better and stay wet 
longer – and rot slower. 

35 years of orchid growing. 

We are off to Hawaii (our annual trip) to terrorize 
the orchid growers (smile) and bring back another 
boat load of orchid plants. We are on a first name 
basis with many growers on Maui. - Terry Aitken 

 

13) Always, always, always under pot and keep 
your hands off the hose, especially in the winter. 
Never keep more plants than you can reasonably 
manage (I may never learn that lesson) and if the 
flowers are no good several years running throw it 
away and try something else.

14) Here are a few tips I've followed: 
Be sure to learn about the repotting times for 
your plant--and keep up with repotting on 
schedule to get the best results from your plant--
both in growing and in blooming.  Paphs are 
especially vulnerable to not being repotted--they 
need to be repotted every two years or often the 
back growths will die off and before you know it, 
you've got a dead plant instead of more divisions 
and more flowers. 
And the best time to repot is about February or 
March--Phals and other plants just waking up 
from the low light and Winter conditions--even 
though they are grown inside.  I've often 
repotted Phals in the Fall, to my regret--they 
manage to die because they aren't in active 
growth.  Cattleyas need to be repotted when 
their new growths are up about half an inch and 
they are filling the pot, or about every three 
years or so. They can come up with new 
growths any time of the year.  The potting 
medium changes PH, from acid to alkaline, as 
the bark breaks down (which is natural), and the 
plants aren't getting the best conditions and 
need to be given new mix again.  The plants that 
are growing, blooming and thriving are the ones 
that have had this kind of care. 
It is extremely important to keep up with 
pesticides and get the slug bait out when you 
first see them on your plants--nothing like 
working hard on your orchids and then having 
the slugs finish the flowers off as they just come 
in bud or the flowers begin to open.  Or, the 
leaves covered with mealybug and scale which 
will kill the plant if not eliminated. 
The above seems easy....until you get a large 
collection!   Then it gets a little more tricky.   
--Judy Barrick 

15) My tip relates to light.  People ask how much 
light they can give a plant.  My response is that 
in Oregon, or Washington for the most part, you 
cannot give your plant too much light.  Indirect 
light - there is no limit how much an orchid will 
take.  Direct light, as much as you can get, 
barring a burning reflection off of the glass, etc.  
Glass magnifies the rays of the sun, and can 
burn orchids, not because of too much light, but 
because the reflection can create a burn, kinda 
light a magnifying glass will burn paper, if you 
hold it just right in the direct sun.  In Washington 
and Oregon, you can not give a plant too much 
window light, as long as you protect from a 
direct burn..   

Under artificial light, plants can grow as close to 
the bulb as possible, but to avoid the heat 
contact from the bulb itself.  I have two 1000 
watt bulbs in my greenhouse and a fairly clear 
roof.  The 1000 watt bulbs burn all day until 
dusk.  Basically, orchids will take as much light 
as you can give them without burning the plants 
from the heat aspect of the artificial light or a 
magnifying reflection..  Remember, the more 
light and heat, the more water that is needed.  
Cattleyas and Vandas will take the strongest 
light, also Asco., Dendrobium (most kinds) and 
Epi., etc.   Use them to shade the rest of the 
plants which like a more filtered light.

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This Month in the Greenhouse - November 
 

501(c)3 – It’s Official 
 

Courtesy of Ron Sellon: 

During this month the seedlings as well as plants in bud could be given some additional light during 
the daylight hours to bring them into bloom. Because of the dull and rainy days, the humidity outside 
is high so keep the humidity down inside the greenhouse. The higher the humidity in the 
greenhouse, the greater the chance that Botrytis develops on flowers. You can control it with good 
air movement, keeping water off flowers and using a good fungicide. If it should be foggy outside, 
keep the greenhouse closed. Water plants in the greenhouse moderately being careful to see they 
are dry by nightfall. Plants are using less water now because of low light, lower temperatures, and 
higher humidity. Because of the higher temperature in the warm house, or on sunny days, you may 
need to mist during the day to keep the humidity up. 

During our time of energy shortage and high cost of heating, don’t overheat your greenhouse. The 
temperature can be turned down a little lower than recommended without damage to plants. It will 
slow down growth and delay blooming somewhat. You can also save heat in the greenhouse by 
double lining the inside of your greenhouse with plastic film. The dead air space in the ceiling acts as 
insulation to hold the heat in. It would also help to drop the ceiling of your greenhouse to the top of 
the sidewalls with plastic. With the false ceiling, you avoid heating the space in the top of the 
greenhouse which may account for one third the space in the greenhouse. With good air movement, 
you can also help to maintain an even temperature. 

Don’t forget, insects are still at work during the winter months and care should be taken to protect 
against them. Make sure you check for rot development on the plants and treat with fungicide and 
bactericide.  

You can repot your Colombian Miltonias and Masdevallias this month or next if not in bloom. The 
cooler weather seems to be better for these two genera.
