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� Many have said that collecting orchids is addictive. If this is true, then I would certainly qualify as a true orchid 

addict! I started collecting orchids over 2 decades ago when I visited a nearby greenhouse and purchased several 
that were in bloom. After a few months, as those blooms were beginning to fade, I decided it would be nice to have 
something in bloom year round.  Over the next year I visited many of the local greenhouses and purchased a 
variety of different orchids.  As I gained experience growing them, I became most intrigued by the unique, 
sometimes bizarre, sometimes elegant, look of the lady slipper (Paphiopedilum) orchids. They are very easily 
grown in the home and come in a huge number of shapes and sizes. 

I had been bitten by the orchid bug, and within a year, I had started an extensive collection.  In the following years 
I continued to add to my collection, consistently elevating the quality of my plants.  In the early 1990's, I began a 
concerted breeding program focused on producing the highest quality complex, novelty and species paphs... and 
Marriott Orchids was born!  In 1998, just before the birth of our son, my wife and I decided it was time to begin the 
orchid business as my full time career. Now, over 20 years since purchasing my first plant, I am proud to be 
recognized as one of the top orchid breeders in the country, specializing in Paphiopedilums. 

Marriott Orchids has received over 200 awards from the American Orchid Society, including five FCC's (First Class 
Certificate's). In the last few years, I have been fortunate to have had two crosses awarded an AQ - (Award of 
Quality). This award is designed to recognize hybridizing excellence in producing a cross of exceptional merit. My 
"Holy Grail" in orchids was just realized at the end of 2005. I received a letter of congratulations from Lee Cooke, 
Executive Director of the American Orchid Society. In it he explained that a plant of my hybridizing, Winwine 'Dark 
Spell' FCC/AOS, had just been voted as the winner of two AOS "Special Awards". The AOS Trustees had voted 
for it as the winner of both the W.W.Wilson Award and the Merritt W. Huntington Award, for 2004. The former 
award is for the most outstanding Cypripedioideae (slipper) awarded in that year. The latter award is for the most 
outstanding FCC awarded plant of any genus in the previous year. Words are not adequate to express my 
gratitude at being given these two awards. Now all I need is 48 more years to share life with my wife, and see my 
son grow up... and I can die a happy man! 

������  was awarded a 91 point FCC on his Paph Micranthum 'Pink Zebra' in March 2008 in Pittsburgh, PA. 
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Our March meeting ended the month with laughter, many smiles, and applause.  Our 
meeting started on time with a nice group of orchids displayed by our members.  Some 
unusual orchids are starting to bloom this time of year.  Spring always brings out the 
best!  Speaking of the best, Wally Orchard gave a wonderful and informative talk on 
growing the bright and bold Disas.  His slide program included many of his own hybrids, 
as well as plants from many growers that he knows and deals with across the U.S, to 
South Africa, and also Australia.  His talk was most informative and naturally, our orchid 
juices were flowing. 
We had a fine group of plants to buy in our new sales area, we were lucky to have 
many items on the silent auction table, and we were even able to vote, for the first time, 
as a group on some needed amendments to the Portland Orchid Society Bylaws.

Spring is in full swing in Oregon and there was great turnout again this month for judging.  Particularly 
notable was the variety of plants on display.  Among the 22 plants entered there Odonts, Masdevallias, 
Cattleyas, Draculas, a Maxillaria, a Vascostylis, Paphs, a Colax intergeneric, and a Phrag.  We had 
numerous orchid enthusiasts there from local societies along with several drop-in visitors from the Oregon 
Garden.  When all was said and done, there were nine plants nominated for awards and two awards were 
granted by the nine judges present. 

Both awards went to Tom Etheridge and Luanne Rolly of Corvallis.  Their plant of Oda. (Zorkola x Geneva 
Fire) ‘Solar Place’, an as-yet un-named hybrid bred by Tom Perlite of Golden Gate Orchids in San 
Francisco that they plan to register as Oda. Pyrope Garnet, received a HCC/AOS of 77 points.  The 
judging team was particularly impressed with its ‘glistening velvety concolor garnet flowers with nearly 
black highlights.’  The other award went to Dracula Sasquatch ‘Bigfoot’ (gigas x chimaera) which was 
awarded an AM/AOS of 80 points for its one ‘imposing’ flower of 30 cm natural spread. 

In other news from the judging site, the Region will be holding an auction in conjunction with the Northwest 
Orchid Society Show in Seattle, Washington on April 19.  The show is being held at Seattle Center and the 
auction will be that evening at 5 pm.  The auction will include select orchid plants as well as art and 
jewelry.  Please note that judging on that day will take place at 1 pm in the show venue rather than in 
Tacoma.

During this month growth and root formation become very vigorous. As the sun moves farther north, light intensity 
and temperature will increase accordingly. You should keep a close watch on shading and add more as needed. 
To determine if you have enough shading, hold your hand approximately one foot above a plant. If you see a well-
defined shadow of your hand, there is too much light. A more diffused shadow would indicate the proper amount of 
shading. 

Pot moisture should also be increased to keep up with more light and higher temperatures. Remember, with the 
vigorous growth and root action, you have to keep up fertilizing while watering. A high nitrogen type of fertilizer 
such as 30-10-10 at a rate of ½ tsp./gal. once a week would not be too much. Just flush the pot with plain water 
every third or fourth week to keep down the build-up of fertilizer salts in the pot. You can still use Epson salts at a 
rate of 1 Tbsp./gal. when Fertilizing. (Refer back to March for additional information.) With higher light intensity, the 
plants will use more fertilizer to make food for growth and blooming. 

Also remember to keep a look out for orchid pests. As it warms up outside the natural populations of pests start to 
hatch and multiply and can invade the greenhouse through ventilators and doors. If they appear, treatment should 
be immediate because with higher temperatures they multiply quite rapidly. For insect control you can use: 
Malathion – Wettable Powder at the rate of 1 Tbsp./gal, Knox Out 2 FM – 5 Tbsp./gal., Diazinon – Wettable 
Powder at 1 tsp./gal., and Orthene – Wettable Powder only at 1 tsp./gal. For spider mites you can use: Kelthane – 
EC at 1.5 tsp./gal., or Wettable Powder (35%) at 1.5 tsp./gal. or Pentac – Wettable Powder 1 tsp./gal. Slugs and 
snails are another problem at this time of year. You can use: Q.U.E. Slug & Snail granules or Hose On Slug & 
Snail Killer Spray. The Hose On Slug & Snail Killer spray is ready to use, just attach to the end of your garden 
hose. Treatment should be continued until they are gone. Remember to follow the directions on the label. 

Make sure your heating system is still functioning properly as night temperatures can still drop suddenly if weather 
changes. 

SLAB CULTURE: All mounted plants should be over their resting periods now. If needed, they should be 
remounted or attached to larger slabs. They need special attention, with frequent spraying during the warm days. 
They need additional water because they dry out quickly. 

CALANTHE: After pseudobulbs start showing new growth and roots, you can start watering. If needed, you can 
divide and repot them now. When in active growth they need night temperatures and plenty of water. You have to 
be careful not to burn the thin leaves. 

CATTLEYA: You can continue repotting, but try to be finished by the end of the month to allow for healthy new 
growth before blooming time. For any Cattleya the best repotting time is just as new roots start. If plant leaves turn 
yellowish, you have too much light and need to add more shading. 
 
CYMBIDIUM: Plants not repotted should be transferred to a cooler section of the greenhouse. They should have 
plenty of fresh air. If all danger of frost is over, you can place them outside in full sun on the east side of the house 
but avoid late afternoon sun and heat. Be careful when moving them outside not to burn the leaves. Newly 
repotted plants should be watered carefully and kept in a humid place.          (Continued on page 11) 
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DENDROBIUM: Same as for March. You can still repot if necessary. Water before noon so plants are dry by 
night. Be careful not to get water in the new growth or rot may occur. 
 
LYCASTE: As soon as blooming is over and the new growth has started, you can start to repot. They will not 
all be ready to repot at the same time so you will need to wait until they have all bloomed and then you can 
repot them. 
 
MASDEVALLIA: Try to keep them cool as you can during warm days. An evaporative cooler can be used to 
keep the temperature down. They like to be kept moist at all times and need good air movement. 
 
ODONTOGLOSSUM: Information obtained from growers in England indicates that the temperature for 
odontoglossums now should be 60-70 days and 52-55 nights. Water well. If the tips have a light reddish tinge, 
this indicates the proper amount of light.  
 
ONDICIUM ALLIANCE: Repotting should be done in April or May when the new growth is starting to appear. 
 
PAPHIOPEDILUM: Remember they like to be shaded. Keep them well watered during the growing period. 
 
PHALAENOPSIS: They like high temperatures and high humidity but they also need good air movement, too. 
Caution must be taken that the shading is heavy enough to prevent burning the tender leaves. 
 
PLEIONE: Do not start watering until you can see the buds. Gradually increase the water as root action is just 
starting at this time. When leaves are fully developed keep well watered and fertilized throughout the growing 
period. If danger of frost is over, you can place them outside. I put mine on the north side of the house. Be 
sure to keep them well watered.

Oregon Native Orchids!  Yes there are orchids that grow in the wild in Oregon. You won’t see the tropical 
types we are most familiar with such as Cattleya, Dendrobium, or Phalaenopsis, but there are “slipper 
orchids” similar to Paphiopedilum but are known as Cypripedium. Many of the other Oregon orchids don’t 
look like what you might think of when you hear the word “orchid” but they are. None of the approximately 
25 species of orchids in Oregon are found only in Oregon. 

If you are out  hiking and come across an orchid, enjoy it from a fair distance, take photos if you would 
like, but do not pick the flowers or dig up the plant to take home to plant in your garden. Most of the 
Oregon orchids require very special conditions to survive and are legally protected. If you would like to 
own some “hardy” orchids such as the ones pictured below, they are available for purchase legally from 
vendors including our own Sean McMillan of Hana Farms. The below photos are Cypripedium montanum 
(left) and Corallorhiza maculata (right) taken in May 2007 by Beverly Kile at GROWISER near LaGrande.

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With the coming of spring, we’re all trying to spend more time outdoors exploring and watching the world 
unfold to green again. There are flowers everywhere, and of course, there are wild orchids to hunt and 
catalog, photograph and enjoy. Unfortunately, the popularity of these plants has led to a drastic decline 
caused mainly from illegal digging, but also from the effect of so many feet compacting and ruining the 
environment directly around them. We have all seen how a human or animal trail through a forest or 
thicket looks, nothing grows on it. That is a direct result of human or animal trampling. The same thing is 
going to happen around any vegetation that is exposed to constant pressure from feet. 

The digging of wild plants is one of the most critical issues for orchids today, especially the terrestrial (or 
growing in soil) orchids of North America. These plants are being removed in great numbers and they 
almost never live when they are removed. Terrestrials are very dependent upon specific soil conditions 
and once removed from these conditions will rapidly die. Please also be aware that in many areas it is 
illegal to remove any native plants, so leave them there so others can enjoy them. For native orchids 
raised from seed, which have a much better chance of living for you, visit Spangle Creek Labs.  

Studies have shown that compacting the soil around plants changes the entire environment and often 
results in the death of the plant after several years. If a group of people surround a plant to study or 
photograph it, the damage is even worse since a larger area is impacted. Often there will be nothing left 
the following year. Another problem is that resulting from the touching of the plant and flowers. The oils 
on our skin will coat that part of a leaf that is touched and then the leaf will burn when the sun hits it. On 
a flower, the petals will be destroyed. 

When hunting orchids in the wild, or any other ventures, stay on the paths provided when at all possible. 
If possible walk on rocks rather than in soil areas and try not to damage any areas around the plants. If 
you are in a group, encourage others to be very careful and not get too close. Remember that running 
shoes are less apt to damage soil than hiking boots which are larger and have thicker soles. 

For more information about North American native orchids, please visit the Native Orchid Conservation 
Inc. based in Canada. They have a wonderful field guide, Orchids of Manitoba which can be ordered 
from their site. It is one of the most comprehensive and well written guides I have ever seen.

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Michael Sinn, Canaima Orchids of Florida, returned from the 2008 Tokyo Orchid 
Show and has the following photos to share with us.  The first is the grand prize 
winner Eulopiella roempleriana.  The grand prize is $20,000 US plus a Mercedes 
Benz!  I am told this is very rare orchid and this particular plant was an immaculate 
specimen.    

A large plant like the Eulopiella is difficult to appreciate in a photograph but it must 
have been spectacular to beat the Reserve Grand Champion C. trianae ‘Okada’ 
with 233 flowers.  You can see from the photo showing the back of the cattleya 
that it is growing in a basket, in sphagnum moss and the basket is tipped forward 
to display the blooms to their best advantage.  Reserve Grand Champion receives 
about $5,000 US and no car. 

Third place was this beautiful white phalaenopsis whose name we do not have.  
These flowers are so heavy the inflorescence had to be heavily staked to support 
the flowers.  It is great to be able to see this from the back.  This plant did not 
receive a gold medal because the 3 inflorescences are not identical.  They hold, 
respectively, 32 flowers, 32 flowers and 30 flowers.  Perfection is difficult to come 
by.
