� Hermann Pigors is a professional floriculturist and founder of Oak Hill Gardens.   

He began his career in floriculture at age 14 by serving a three-year apprenticeship in Germany starting 
in 1951.  Since 1954 he has worked primarily with orchids in greenhouse firms in Germany and in 
Illinois since 1957.   

In 1973 he bought an existing greenhouse in Dundee, Illinois and established Oak Hill Gardens.  Here 
over 20,000 sq. ft. of greenhouses were used to grow orchids, bromeliads and tropical foliage plants for 
hobby, home and office use.  Orchids are the main culture, being grown from seed, clones, and imports.  
Oak Hill Gardens employs 6 full and part-time employees to help accomplish the workload.  Today the 
bromeliads and tropical foliage plants are mostly replaced by more orchid varieties.  The next 
generation is operating the greenhouses, with Greg and Liese Butler leading the firm into its fourth 
decade. 

Mr. Pigors has served as president of the Illinois Orchid Society, is an American Orchid Society judge, 
and served on the board of trustees of the American Orchid Society from 1980 to 1986.  He also served 
as the president of the Mid-America Orchid Congress from 1990 to 1992. 

In 2002 Hermann retired from the business to handle the laboratory with orchid propagation. 

Since cloning is much more labor intensive than raising orchids in flasks from seed Thai growers have 
an advantage in labor costs for cloning, so Oak Hill emphasizes selective breeding and raising orchids 
from seed. Hermann works hard in his lab to develop new hybrids and improved species lines. He has 
developed his own growing mixes, a greenhouse pest control system and semi annual mail catalog. 
During his career he has seen orchid growing change from a cut flower and corsage industry, to today’s 
market for orchid plants sold to individual hobbyists and home growers. He has seen many changes, 
good and bad, but remains enthusiastic

One 
thing that he reinforced in me, was that the paphs can be repotted at any 
time.  They need to be repotted every year to year and a half, and that 
repotting kicks them into a growth cycle.  All very important items to know! 
 
In the greenhouse this month, the phaelanopsis are still going strong and 
more miltoniopsis are starting to show their color, and many species are 
starting to bud.  It has been a fairly cold and rainy spring, so things are a 
little slower in developing due to our cooler weather.  I am repotting paphs 
like crazy and also some seedling odontoglossums that I have been raising 
from some crosses that I made when living in Washington. 
 
Our Board of Directors is doing business as usual and beginning to put 
plans together for the fall show.  Our monthly meetings go by so fast, that 
we don’t seem to get everything done that we would like to accomplish.  I 
for one, would like to see a volunteer come forth who would be willing to talk 
about the orchid display table each month and share their knowledge with 
us on the individual member’s plants.

Temperature Range:  Day  Night 

Cool House:   61             55-61 

Intermediate House:  70-81  60-70 

Warm House:   Up to 90 70-75 

 

Now is the time everything should be growing. Heat is required only for species from temperate and hot 
sections of the world. If outside temperature is frost-free, outside air may be admitted into both cool and 
intermediate houses during the day. 

With the higher outside temperatures, the temperature inside will increase greatly. This means you will 
need good air movement in the greenhouse to keep temperatures down around the plants. The 
temperature can be reduced by increasing the humidity in the greenhouse. It can be done in several 
ways. Some ways are: you can water the inside floor of the greenhouse, add mister nozzles that come 
on when the temperature gets so high or you can install an evaporative cooler. Shading, if white, will 
reflect the heat to some extent. Black shading tends to hold the heat in more. Remember to keep up 
your fertilizing program. Towards the end of the month as warmer nights prevail, the more hardy plants 
like Cymbidium, Dendrobium, Coelogyne, Pleione, Laelia, strap-leaf and terte-leaf Vanda, plus other 
may be placed outside. A patio or sheltered place in the yard may be used but some protection from the 
sun must be provided. You can also put plants in a small unheated greenhouse or lath house, 
depending on the weather. Emergency heating should be available in the event of sudden temperature 
change or you may have to move them inside. Plants should only be gradually exposed to the abundant 
light. This can be controlled by the use of shade cloth, a lath house, or over-hanging tree tranches to 
avoid overheating of the leaves that could result in burning. Remember, with lower outside humidity they 
will have to be watered more often. 

CATTLEYA AND LAELIA: On sunny days spray water several times a day. Plants which are fully grown 
should be given as much fresh air as possible. A suitable humid atmosphere can be created by spraying 
the floor and benches. Species Laelia pseudobulbs are to be kept firmer than Cattleyas. This is done by 
giving them more light and air, and less heat. They may even be placed outside. 

CYMBIDIUM: They like a cool root ball, plenty of air, and an even amount of moisture, light shading 
when the sun is high will help to avoid burning the leaves. During the warm season they may be placed 
under a shade tree with some protection from the rains. However, in this area it should be only a light 
filtered shade. The more light they received the better the blooms will be next year. They are heavy 
feeders so do not forget to fertilize them. 

DENDROBIUM: Plants from warm parts of the world should be kept warm, bright and evenly moist. 
Plants from the Asian mainland must be given a lot of fresh air and can even be placed outside.

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MASDEVALLIA, ODONTOGLOSSUM & COELOGYNE: These should be kept cool during the summer 
for best growth. They do not like hot weather. Keep them well watered during the growing period. 
Overhead misting on masdevallias seems to be of benefit for them during the summer. 

ONDICIUM ALLIANCE: After repotting is completed, fertilize with 30-10-10. They like medium to warm 
temperatures. After the plant is established, keep well watered. 

PAPHIOPEDILUM: These plants have a strongly differential temperature requirement. Species of 
different temperature zones must be treated according to the area of origin or damage could occur. All 
species must have plenty of shade throughout the summer and fall. Make sure they are well watered 
during the growing season. 

PHALAENOPSIS: Good growth occurs only with high temperature and humidity. Regular fertilizing of 30-
10-10 alternated with 10-30-20 every two weeks will help. They should be given water every day during 
warm weather. 

MILTONIA: As blooming is completed by the end of the month, you can start repotting and dividing your 
plants if needed. They seem to benefit from the yearly repotting. The bark breaks down rather fast due to 
heavy watering required. 

STANHOPEAS: They bloom at various times during the year, depending on the individual species. After 
blooming and new growth starts, they can be repotted into new baskets.

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This is the first in a series of articles for the Beginner or Novice orchid grower. I’ll be writing them based 
on things I’ve learned over the past three-four years since I personally started growing orchids. If you are 
a beginner and have specific questions, forward them to me at pdxos-beverly@comcast.net. 

The four most important things I’ve learned about orchid growing are: 

1. The more I learn about orchids the more I find out I don’t know. 

2. There is no single “correct” way to do anything that has to do with orchids. 

3. Getting “involved” with the orchid society is a great way to learn more about orchids and make 
new (orchid knowledgeable) friends at the same time. 

4. Orchids are addictive �  

There are over 30,000 known orchid species with new ones still being discovered today and literally 
hundreds of thousands of hybrids. Orchids exist naturally on every continent of the world except 
Antarctica. 

With so many different orchids available, one orchid species may require a totally different environment 
than another species or hybrid. Bearing this in mind if you ask a question like “I bought an orchid at the 
grocery store, how do I make it bloom again?” you won’t get a very good answer without providing more 
information. Many retail stores either don’t have a tag to identify the plant or the tags have been mixed up. 
If you have an orchid and you don’t know if it is a Paphiopedilum or Phalaenopsis or Phragmipedium or 
whatever, a photo of the plant (and bloom if possible) would be most helpful in obtaining at least general 
information on your orchid. If the orchid is a hybrid (most orchids sold in retail stores are) it will probably 
be impossible to get a specific identification of the plant since there are so many available and many look 
very similar. In addition the off-spring of many crosses can vary dramatically. These plants are often 
referred to as NOIDs (No ID).  

Many serious growers will not purchase a NOID, particularly if they hope to have it judged or use it to 
hybridize new orchids. As a beginner it is fine to have NOID orchids as long as you can learn enough 
about it to keep it healthy and reblooming.  

If you have an orchid that has a tag, don’t take the tag out and throw it away. If you don’t want the tag 
sticking up and distracting from the beauty of the orchid, push it down in the pot so it is just barely visible.  
Many growers record information on the back of the tag or on a separate spread sheet or database such 
as when the plant bloomed, the number of flowers/spikes, when it was repotted, etc. If writing on a tag 
use a #2 pencil since ink (even permanent markers) fade quickly. 

If you have a NOID orchid and would like to know some general information about it, bring the plant or 
photos to a Portland Orchid Society meeting and ask me, Craig Williams or any member of the Board to 
help you with it!

Orchid Trivia:  “The earliest record we have of the introduction of a tropical 
orchid into cultivation is that by Peter Collinson in 1731 who sent a plant of 
Bletia verecunda to Mr. Wager in England, but no record exists of its survival 
to flowering.  The first orchids which we know to have survived, albeit for only 
a short time, in cultivation are a Vanilla species possibly Vanilla planifolia and 
several Epidendrum species recorded by Phillip Miller in the second edition of 
his Dictionary of Gardening (1768).”  “Ref.: The Manual of Cultivated 
Orchid Species , Third Edition;  Helmut Bechtel, Phillip Cribb, Edmund 
Launert; 1992; p. 24) 

 Recent Change at the AOS 

Even though the AOS has endorsed a new logo, the original one continues to 
be useful.  When we see the new logo, it reminds us that the AOS mission 
statement has three elements or aspects:  education, conservation and 
research.  The new logo’s graceful, yet contemporary form translates: “AOS”, 
while the three points of the form represent the three characteristics of the 
mission.

The mission of the American Orchid Society is to promote and support the 
passion for orchids through education, conservation and research.
