Fourteen judges nominated 10 
outstanding plants and awarded five of 
them.  Eight visitors saw the proceedings,  
three of them visiting from Mexico City., 
Odontoglossum Pesky Nicky 'Black 
Beauty',  beutifully arranged behaved well 
enough to receive and Award of Merit 
(AM) of 80 points; it is owned by Luanne 
Rolly and Tom Etheridge of Corvallis.  
Also shown by the Corvallis couple was 
Masdevallia Pat Akehurst ‘Solar Place’, 
brimming with flowers and buds; it earned 
a Highly Commended Certificate (HCC) of 
77 points.  Their third award was 
Odontoglossum multistellare ‘Solar Place’ 
Certificate of Horticultural Merit (CH M) of 
84 points.  Its blooming inflorescence was 
full of flowers and a second inflorescence 
was about to open. Bergen Todd of 
Salem was awarded a Certificate of 
Cultural Merit (CCM) of 88 points for her 
beautifully grown, spotless plant of Paph 
Julius with four blooming inflorescences.  
This award is given to the grower rather 
than to the plant and it was well-deserved.  
Mike and Joni Sielaff of Waldport’s plant 
of Masdevallia Aristocrat ‘Sunshine’ took 
home a Highly Commended Certificate of 
78 points; it provided the sunshine that 
was missing in the weather. Our next 
judging will be on July 6, the first Sunday 
of each month at the Oregon Garden 
greenhouse; visitors are welcome.  It is a 
chance to see how AOS judging is 
conducted and the qualities that make an 
awarded plant.

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This Month in the Greenhouse - June 
 

 
In June the plant growth is at its maximum. All repotting should be stopped except for summer flowering 
Cattleyas. These can be repotted as soon as flowering is completed. There can be other exceptions to 
this if needed. Plants like phalaenopsis, paphiopedilums, vandaceous plants and other monopodial 
plants may be repotted. A monopodial plant is a single vegetative shoot which continues in growth from 
its terminal bud from season to season. Just remember, it is harder on plants when repotted in the 
warmer summer weather so only do them if really necessary. Sympodial growth plants would not be 
repotted any more because the growth will not have time to mature before fall. 

The daily routine must be followed carefully. With the higher temperatures you need to keep a close eye 
on plants for water, fertilizer, shading, humidity, air movement and other things. Heat is needed only for 
young plants or delicate species. If a warm period is suddenly followed by a cold and wet spell, care 
must be taken to avoid bacterial rot, caused by too high a humidity with the low temperature. Heat may 
be needed if it gets too cold. 

Plants should be fertilized regularly if their root systems are fully developed. The best type to use is 30-
10-10 at a rate of ½ tsp. per gallon. At this rate you can fertilize once a week because of the additional 
watering you do. 

On very hot days to keep the temperature down in the cool section, frequent spraying can be used. Care 
must be taken, however, not to overwater. The best thing to use is a gine fog nozzle. Another way to do 
it is to provide good shading in connection with good ventilation. 

Toward the end of the month we will have the longest day of the year or what is knows as the summer 
solstice. At this point the sun is the farthest north it will go before it starts to move back south again. 

CATTLEYA: In the earlier growing plants, the new annual growth should have completed at least half of 
its development. If the growth has matured, the plant can be given a slight rest period by cutting down 
on the watering. The main reason is the growth activity of the plant slows down. Some plants may even 
send up another shoot. 

PAPHIOPEDILUM: Sufficient shade and humidity must be provided. A humid atmosphere may be 
provided by dampening all surfaces in the greenhouse. 

DENDROBIUM: Plants from warm parts of the world should be kept warm, bright and evenly moist. 
Plants from the Asian mainland must be given a lot of fresh air and can even be placed outside. 

MASDEVALLIA, ODONTOGLOSSUM & COELOGYNE: These should be kept cool during the summer 
for best growth. They do not like hot weather. Keep them well watered during the growing period. 
Overhead misting on masdevallias seems to be of benefit for them during the summer. 

ONCIDIUM ALLIANCE: After repotting is completed, fertilize with 30-10-10. They like medium to warm 
temperatures. After the plant is established, keep well watered. These plants have a strong 
differentiated temperature requirement. Species of different temperature zones must be treated 
according to the area of origin or damage could occur. All species must have plenty of shade throughout 
the summer and fall. Make sure they are well watered during the growing season.

PORTLAND ORCHID SOCIETY MEMBERSHIP CARDS 
 

PHALAENOPSIS: Good growth occurs only with high temperature and humidity. Regular fertilizing of 30-
10-10 alternated with 10-30-20 every two weeks will help. They should be given water every day during 
warm weather. 

MILTONIA: As blooming is completed by the end of the month, you can start repotting and dividing your 
plants if needed. They seem to benefit from the yearly repotting. The bark breaks down rather fast due to 
heavy watering required. 

STANHOPEAS: They bloom at various times during the year, depending on the individual species. After 
blooming and new growth starts, they can be repotted into new baskets. 

Membership Cards will be available to all members at the monthly membership meetings. The 
membership card not only identifies the owner as a member in good standing of the Portland Orchid 
Society, but also is worth discounts at various businesses which will be published in the Portland Orchid 
Society Newsletter on a regular basis.

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Fertilizing your orchids for optimum growth 
 

I ain't no scientist (can you tell by the grammar?), but I like to think that here at OHG we take a common-sense 
approach to the feeding of our plants which can be adopted by even the most chemically-challenged of growers.  
Oak Hill Gardens is not an "orchid range," that is to say we don't grow huge batches of just a few different varieties.  
We pride ourselves on being able to grow small batches of many different genera, which require differing care and 
diverse growing conditions.  Although this approach presents it's own unique set of challenges, it seems to be how 
we have carved out a small niche in the orchid world. 
 
Our experience is that most collectors are also adventurous and enjoy experimenting with many different 
orchid/plant varieties.  If you are one of these hobbyists, then you, too, probably experience the same challenges we 
do in deciding how to fertilize your plants. 
 
It probably goes without saying that in order to grow a diverse collection; one's fertilizing regimen must avoid 
"extremes." Heavy concentrations of a quality food can be great for some genera, yet lethal to others. Thusly, we 
mix up our formulas and brands in order to provide our orchids with a more balanced diet.   
 
This time of year (Spring through Summer), we rotate through several different formulas, including Grow More's 30-
10-10 or Dyna Grow 9-3-6 (high nitrogen), Peters 15-5-15 Excel (Cal-Mag), MSU's 13-3-15 for RO/Rainwater, and 
Peters 20-20-20 (balanced formula).  We fertilize once a week at 100 ppm, for four weeks running.  On the fifth 
week we skip feeding and water the plants with plain rainwater.  This helps to flush out residual salts, which can 
accumulate in the media and on the plant roots. 
 
In the Spring we lean more heavily on the high nitrogen formulas, and in the Summer (when the days are really hot), 
we swing back towards a more balanced approach, but we still alternate all of the formulas.    
 
Come late fall, as the days get shorter, the high nitrogen formulas take a back seat and we alternate between the 
more balanced formulas (Peters 20-20-20 or Dyna Grow 7-9-5) and blossom boosters (Peters 10-30-20 or Dyna 
Grow 3-12-6).  The decrease of nitrogen compensates for shorter daylight hours (there is less "growing" going on 
this time of year).  This, coupled with the increase in Phosphoric Acid (the higher middle number formulas), helps to 
promote blooming during the primary Winter/Spring orchid flowering season.  
 
We continue this regimen through the Winter (also occasionally mixing in the Cal - Mag formula to provide the plants 
with trace elements).  In the fall we rest every fourth week and go with plain water, and in the winter, we feed even 
less frequently, skipping every third week or so.   
 
The above regimen provides a general guideline.   If you are growing under lights or in a windowsill, your feeding 
may not need be so heavy or so often.  The daylight hours associated with where you live will also affect how you 
fertilize.  The most important tenet to glean from the above fertilizing scheme is this:  mix up your fertilizer formulas 
and fertilizer brands, as they all vary in amounts and types of trace elements and also vary in the "sources" of their 
primary elements.   
 
A balanced diet is usually the best way to go, regardless of whether you are plant or animal.  After all, if you ate 
macaroni and cheese at every meal, over time you'd be richer, but you might not live long enough to spend all the 
money you saved!
