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Brooklyn, NY—September 12, 2008 —A rare tiger orchid, the world's largest orchid, is now in bloom at
Brooklyn Botanic Garden (BBG). Uncommon in nature and rarely found in cultivation, the tiger orchid
(Grammatophyllum speciosum) is usually found growing in the branch bark ridges of large trees and can be
up to 15 feet in length; the largest single plant on record had a mass of two tons. A native of the hot, humid
tropical forests of Malaysia, Sumatra, and New Guinea, this orchid is known for its magnificent displays
when in flower, but this is a rare treat, as it blooms only once every two to five years. It last blossomed at
BBG in January 2003.

The flowers of the tiger orchid, which is also known as the sugarcane orchid in its native regions, are long-
lasting, and the plant can remain in bloom for up to two months. The flowers, yellow or cream-colored with
chocolate brown or dark red spots, may reach six inches across. The flower stems (inflorescences) often
reach six to nine feet in length and have 60 to 100 flowers per spike. The genus name Grammatophyllum is
derived from the Greek words for "grass" and "leaf," for the orchid's resemblance to grass or sugarcane.

"The blooming of the tiger orchid is especially exciting—not only because it is so rare to see, particularly in
this part of the world, but also because it is blooming on public display for the second time in less than five
years, which is truly remarkable," noted BBG's Dave Horak, curator of the Orchid Collection and Robert W.
Wilson Aquatic House. Horak is also the past president of the Greater New York Orchid Society and past
chairman of the New York International Orchid Show. "Tropical orchids are frequently cited as the
showstoppers of the plant world, and the tiger orchid gets top billing—it is a 'must-see’ for everyone," Horak
added. Due to its large size, it is not common to see a blooming tiger orchid in cultivation.

Brooklyn Botanic Garden's specimen is blooming for the second time since it was donated to the garden by
a volunteer in 1998. It can be seen in the Robert W. Wilson Aquatic House in the Steinhardt Conservatory,
where it is suspended over a shallow pool in a large wooden basket. Its flower stem is approximately seven
feet long and in full bloom. The orchid itself is 12 feet in diameter and weighs approximately 200 pounds.

BBG has a long history of cultivating orchids. Indeed, the Garden's seventh plant accession was a native
lady's-slipper, Cypripedium acaule. The BBG orchid collection now consists of approximately 6,000 plants,
distributed through 320 genera and representing more than 3000 species from around the world.
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Sarracenia Northwest (Jacob Farin) has graciously contributed a large
number of orchids to the Portland Orchid Society. These orchids are being
used in various ways to provide income to the Society, including being
featured on the Silent Auction table; available for sale by the Society at the
Art Festival in the Forest, Fall Show & Sale and on the Society table at
membership meetings. THANK YOU SARRACENIA NORTHWEST!!!

What are the two or three most
UNUSUAL orchids you grow and how
do you grow them?
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One of my favorites and apparently quite
rare is Schoenorchis gemmata. Itis a
rambling mounted orchid orchid with
extremely tiny pink flowers. It's mounted
on a piece of redwood bark and | have it
hanging in the greenhouse where it

gets misted whenever the misters come
on.

Another of my favorite orchid is
Epidendrum pfavii. It was only about 6-7
inches tall when | first got The flower
spikes grow out the end of new and old
growths over and over. | have found it is
happiest about 3 feet off the ground in
the middle of the greenhouse, getting
some direct light all day and misted when
the misters come on. It is about 2-2 1/2
feet tall now.

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As you become involved with growing orchids there will come a time when you will consider starting
growing some species orchids. Fortunately they are now widely available from reliable dealers who produce
plants from seed in the laboratory rather than the old fashioned way -- gathering them from forests and
destroying native populations.

From a conservation standpoint, always inquire from the vendor if their plants are seed grown. Reputable
dealers will always tell you the truth. Recently there were native American species on sale on eBay which
had been illegally gathered. When notified, eBay removed the listing.

A good way to start is to look at the plants you are currently successfully growing. What grows best under
the conditions? See if you can find the parent species of these plants. Chances are that they might do well
for you too. Consider where you live, what are the natural conditions there? In the US it is a mistake to try
to grow cool growing genera in our southern parts unless you are willing to spend a great deal of money
and work keeping them cool. It is much better to concentrate on the warm growing varieties that will love
your natural climate. Conversely, growing Vandas in the northern areas is difficult.

How much light are you able to provide? Some species require high light to bloom and others are happier
with shadier conditions. Can you keep high humidity around the plants? Do you grow in a greenhouse,
windowsill or a terrarium? The lovely Jewel Orchids (http://www.bellaonline.com/articles/art40973.asp) are
grown primarily for their velvety, multicolored leaves -- but they must have high humidity.

Most enthusiasts concentrate on one genus as a specialization just because space is an issue. There are
more than 30,000 kinds of species of orchids. It would be impossible to try to grow them all. So specializing
in say, Cattleya species narrows down the number to approximately 50 species with varying growth
requirements. Dendrobiums, on the other hand have approximately 1400 species so further specialization
would be required unless you have lots of space. A great place to gather information on species growing
requirements is The Orchid Species Culture (http://www.orchidculture.com/) pages.

There is a subscription service which will allow you to purchase native habitat information on many orchid
species. It is an invaluable resource for the series species grower.

A word of caution on something that has happened to me ... be careful buying plants from the opposite
hemisphere. If plants are imported from say the south and you live in the north, you are getting them out of
their natural summer/winter rhythm of growth. It will take several years to acclimate them to the new
location. | personally have had better luck purchasing the same plants from a vendor who has grown them
from seed in the same hemisphere so they do not have to make the change. This is not to say it is
impossible, but just be aware of the possible consequences.

Orchid Trivia : “Long before the beginning of the Christian era orchids had been
popular flowers in the Chinese floral kingdom. Many books were written by the
ancient Chinese naturalists and poets, descriptive of these rare and beautiful flowers
and they named the orchid the “Queenly Flower” throughout the floral empire of
China.

The year 1938 marked the Centennial of orchid culture in the United States for during
the summer of 1838 the first exotic orchid plants were imported by Mr. John Wright
Boott of Boston, Massachusetts, from Messrs. Loddiges of Hackney, near London,
through his brother, Mr. James Boott, then residing in England. These first orchids
were grown in a small greenhouse in the yard of Mr. Boott’'s house, Bowdoin Square,
Boston, the site being later occupied by the Revere House.” Ref.: American orchid
